'Married to a Paedophile' (CH4 – Brinkworth Films) Producer/Director - Colette Camden
This landmark 90-minute program documents the life-changing impacts that convicted paedophile's crimes inflict on their own family members. This film adopted a new and unprecedented 
technique that used actors to lip-sync over pre-recorded accounts from family members, in order to protect their identity. I completed all documentary recordings, and the programme won 
a Royal Television Society award for Best Non-Drama Sound, a Broadcast Award for Best Original Program, and was nominated for the RTS Best Single Programme and the Grierson Best 
Single Documentary.
